Paintbrush Program A program for elderly and/or disabled homeowners.  The 
program pays for supplies and labor to paint your home.

Windows and Siding A low-interest loan program for income eligible homeowners 
for replacement windows and/or vinyl siding for your home.

Emergency Repair

HOME Deferred Loan Provides assistance to low income elderly and/or disabled 
owner occupants to perform comprehensive rehab work on their homes.  Assistance 
is in the form of a deferred loan.  Over a 5-10 year period, 50% of the loan can be 
forgiven.  Remaining amount is due when property is vacated or transferred.

Emergency Repair A program for elderly and/or disabled homeowners providing 
assistance with furnace, gas lines, roofs, insulation, electricity, plumbing and 
handicapped accessibility improvements.  One issue per year can be address as a 
deferred loan.  If additional repairs are needed, a repayable loan can be provided.
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Homeownership Opportunities
New Construction/Rehab Loan

New Construction/Rehab Loan Non profits groups are encouraged to submit 
housing proposals to the City for rehab and new construction projects to be 
reviewed on a case by case basis.  Guidelines for this program will follow HUD 
regulations.  Construction fund or deferred loans for eligible families may come 
through developers or individuals may apply directly.  City will look to maximize 
funds with projects that also have private lending institution participation already 
secured. A non-Federal match of funs will be required.

Rental Incentive Program

Rental Incentive Program Funds private and non-profit developers with rehab or 
new construction of rental units for low-income families.  The City will also evaluate 
Low-Income Housing Tax Credit (LIHTC) projects under this program.  A non-
Federal match of funds is required.

Tenant Based Assistance

Transitional to Permanent Housing for Special Needs

Emergency Shelter Grant

Shelter + Care

Program for homeless families with special needs receiving supportive services and 
referred through a partnering agency.  Families can receive up to $500 per month in 
rent subsidy for up to two years.

Non-profit agencies providing transitional to permanent housing opportunities for 
their  homeless and special needs clients are encouraged to apply for rehab or new 
construction loans for housing their clients. A non-Federal match is required. 

The City awards competitive grants to local non-profits serving homeless clients to 
assist with housing, client care and resources and operational expenses of the 
housing facility.  A non-Federal match is required.  

The City partners with St. Vincent DePaul to provide a 4 Unit affordable housing 
rental project on South Limestone Street for homeless and disabled persons.  
Clients have access to rent subsidies and are required to accept supportive services 
from the agency.
